A. 10 feet

5. What is the stopping distance on a dry road at 50 mph?

A. 243 feet

6. What is the proper distance you park from a curb?

A. 6 inches

7. One of the best defenses against drunk drivers is?

A. Proper wearing of safety belt.

8. Serious accidents causing death, injury or $200. in damage must be reported in 5 days to?

A. Motor Vehicle Commission

9. Points are only issued for?

A. Moving violations

10. When will you be given a proposed license suspension notice?

A. When you have received 12 points

11. What are the penalties for driving without insurance?

A. Suspension of driver license, registration and fines

12. What is the penalty for not telling the truth when applying for a license?

              A. Not less than a $200. fine and/or up to 6 months imprisonment.

13. What is an acceleration lane?

A. A extra lane provided at the entrance to an expressway

14. What is the penalty for refusing to take a breath test?

A. 6 months to 1 year license suspension

15. Drugs that effect basic driving skills are?

A. Cold pills, tranquilizers and some prescription drugs.

A. Both the student and the instructor of licensed driver.

A. 60 days or until out-of-state license expires, which is first. For CDL, 30 days.

A. Look at the lower right side of your traffic lane.

103. Where are rearview mirrors’ blind spots?

A. On the left and right sides and between rear window posts.

104. When are right turns on red allowed?

A. After a full stop when there is “No Turn On Red” sign and after yielding to traffic and pedestrians proceeding through a green light.

105. When driving at night you should be able to stop within the range of your headlights.  This range will be about 500 feet on high beam and 350 feet on low beam.

A. “Cool off” before attempting to drive.
